LOCKERS WILL BE EMPTIED AND LOCKED OPEN FOR DAILY INSPECTION AFTER THAT DATE.

· AFTER JUNE 14, 2010, ANY MATERIALS FOUND IN LOCKERS WILL BE THROWN OUT!

· Students who may need bus transportation to and/or from a Regents Exam on June 15-23 may sign up in the High School Main Office by June 14 for the dates and times needed. Regular bus Transportation will end with the Tuesday, June 15 morning run.
· Only students who have scheduled Regents exams or who are under the direct supervision of a HS staff member will be allowed to enter the building during school hours during Regents testing days.

· High School Students in grades 9-12 must attend school during Regents Week ONLY for the times of their scheduled State Regents Examinations. 

· Students who have a morning Regents Examination only must leave the Middle-High School Building by 12:00 Noon or at the conclusion of their testing period.

· Students who use bus transportation in the morning for a scheduled afternoon test must remain in the Library Media Center Study Hall when they are in the high school building.

· Students MAY NOT visit the Reese Road or West Frankfort Elementary Schools AT ANY TIME without prior written permission from the appropriate building administrator.
Please note: Regents Examinations must be conducted under strict testing conditions:

· Students m ust remain in the exam for a minimum of two hours.

· Proctors may begin seating students at 8:00 am to take attendance, to distribute non-secure testing materials, and to read directions for an AM exam. The Examination Period will start at 8:30 AM.
· NO ONE under any circumstance will be admitted to a test after 10:00 am.

· NO STUDENT MAY LEAVE THE AM EXAMINATION BEFORE 10:30 AM.

· Proctors begin seating students at 12:00 Noon for a PM exam. The Exam Period will start at 12:30 PM.

· No student may be admitted to a scheduled afternoon exam after 2:00 pm.

· NO STUDENT MAY LEAVE THE PM EXAMINATION BEFORE 2:30 PM.

· NO cell phones or other electronic recording or communications devices are allowed in the test area during a Regents Exam under any circumstances. Any talking or other attempts to communicate during the exam will be grounds for invalidating the exams of the individual students involved.
· Disruption of the testing environment in any manner will be grounds for invalidating the exams of any individual students involved.
